PARKING POLICY 
 

    Vehicles may be parked in the lower-level (Banker II) lot, the Norris 

Hall lot, or one of the lots behind or across Boyhaven Road from the White 

House.  Do not park so as to restrict other vehicles from leaving the parking 

lots or to restrict emergency vehicles from entering and leaving by way of 

the Banker II or Horsley Lodge roadways.  (It may be your Scout who will 

need to get to Saratoga Hospital in a hurry).  Except for “official” vehicles, 

no cars or trucks are to be driven into any of the camping areas of camp.  

Use your Derby sledges and strong Scout backs to transport your gear.  

Be advised that vehicles parked along Boyhaven Road may be ticketed 

by the Sheriff’s Department and/or towed away! 

When you stop to register at the Nature Lodge on Saturday, 

please minimize the number of vehicles that park in the Norris Hall 

parking lot.  Drop off your Scouts and their Derby gear then head for 

another parking area unless you are camping in the immediate Norris Hall 

area (Staff 1, Staff 2 or Gopher Lodge).
