	SPECIFIC PROJECT SUPPORT

	Gifts-in-Kind is a simple concept whereby a local council accepts the donation of a product that it would normally have purchased through its annual operating budget.  The key is that the donated product meets the specifications of what would have been purchased; making the item donated a “budget relief” for the council.
	
	Specific project support is a concept whereby the local council accounts and credits specific costs related to a particular program or activity from the operating budget.  The costs are separated and written up as a “project” so that the potential donor knows exactly what he or she is supporting financially.  This is an excellent way to match donor interests with specific budgetary expenses that are already part of a council’s operating budget.
